GUIDELINES FOR SG SUMMER SCHOOL GRANTS

Applications Academic Year 2009/2010

1. BASIC UNDERSTANDING

The Santander Group awards annually 5 grants to support the best students from
SG member universities who participate in the SG summer Schools.

2. ELIGIBILITY

Only 5 students will be selected for a €300 grant.
All students from SG member universities are eligible according to the following
criteria:
e Students applying must be recommended by their home university.
Each University can only recommend one student for a grant.
e The grant will be awarded on the basis of merit and motivation.

¢ In order to be eligible for the grant, the students must register for the 2009
Summer School by May 21t 2009.

Only students with a complete application file will be considered for the grant.

3. DEADLINES

The deadline for the document submission is May 215 2009*.

*Please note that the official deadline for the SG Summer School is on May 31° 2009, but all students applying
for the grant must be registered by May 21% to be eligible.
